In this talk some of our recent work on multi-agent systems will be discussed. For leader-follower systems, an observer based distributed control strategy will be used for solving the tracking problem. For high-order linear multi-agent systems, output error based approaches will be discussed for solving the consensus problem. If time allows, connection between optimal control and distributed consensus control will also be discussed.
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
